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No refund will be made for reasons such as absences due to sickness, injuries, classes being canceled by
unexpected transportation disorder and/or severe weather.

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No refund will be made when the school sends students home for school safety reasons. The school may send
a student(s) home or reject student’s/s” attendance when the school finds inappropriate behavior/manners of

the student(s) in order to maintain an appropriate classroom or school environment.
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In case that the school cancels a class, a course or the program for containment actions, the school will refund
8,000yen per day to the students. No other paid optional fees and costs are refunded.
