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World Studies
(Mainly for Kinder - Grade 2 / EIZ{EZ4)

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Social Studies
(Mainly for Grades /3 - 6 XICHFE)

Music
(All Grades £%4)

In classes, younger students will sing songs, dance and play games,
which are related to music. Seasonal songs will be used to learn
the cultures of other countries.

The songs may be new or familiar, fun and easy for the students
to sing. It is hoped that through the enjoyment of music the
children will be able to reinforce their English skills.
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Computer
(All Grades £%4)

The Computer Program at Saturday School gives students the
opportunity to use Chromebooks that are specifically designed for
schools. Educational activities are carefully selected from online
resources, such as Starfall, ABCyal, and Code.org.

For younger students in kindergarten and primary grades, basic
computer use is taught, instructing students on how to navigate
the Chrome OS, the keyboard layout, and how to use a mouse.
Besides computer use, the Computer Program for kindergarten and primary grades introduces activities that
focus on language arts, math, and strategic thinking.

For students in higher elementary grades, there is a shift from language arts/math/strategy-based activities
to a focus on coding. Coding activities generally focus on problem solving, using visuals and a coding system
called "Blockly".
