For K1- K3 and 61 to 62

Students learn speaking, reading and writing through a variety of activities
including songs, games and textbook activities. The importance of language *"
learning in a less formal situation will be emphasized. There will also be story
time lessons where the teachers will read books and stories to the children.

For G3 to G6
In the writing class, we emphasize improving English expressions, rather than grammar. We have the motto
"How much can you say with confidence about what you think or feel?”

Creative active classes and fun projects will also be used to reinforce
vocabulary and comprehension.

Students will become confident speaking in English by the time they
complete the program.
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World Studies
(Mainly for Kinder - Grade 2 / EI[Z{EF %)

Students will learn about the world around us. We will specifically
emphasize countries, cultures and traditions around the world, and
the environment (cleaning up the world).
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Social Studies
(Mainly for Grades /3 - 6 XIZE¥ %)

The classes will explore the world and look at a variety of
countries, their cultures, history, and geography. Students
will get to learn more about the world that we live in.

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Math / Science
(All Grades £%4)

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Sports
(All Grades &%4)

The primary goal of the sports program is for the students

to express themselves while enjoying physical activities and
movement. The students are encouraged to participate,
cooperate, create and demonstrate skills in an English-speaking
environment. Through various activities students will be
infroduced to Japanese and international games and sports.
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Music
(All Grades &% 4)

In classes, students will sing songs, dance and play games,

which are related to music. Seasonal songs will be used to learn
the cultures of other countries.

The songs may be new or familiar, fun and easy for the students
to sing. It is hoped that through the enjoyment of music the
children will be able to reinforce their English skills.
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Computer
(A1l Grades %4>%4F)

The Computer Program at Saturday School provides students with
the opportunity to use Chromebooks that are specifically designed
for educational use. Educational activities are carefully selected
from online resources, including ABCYa!, Blooket, Kahoot, and
Starfall.

For younger students in kindergarten and the primary grades,
instruction focuses on the basics of computer use. Students learn
how to navigate Chrome OS, understand the keyboard layout, and use a trackpad. In addition to basic
computer skills, kindergarten and primary classes include activities that support English, math, and strategic
thinking.

For students in the upper elementary grades, the focus expands to include a variety of collaborative and
competitive online quiz-based games each week. These activities encompass a range of subjects, including
English and mathematics, while fostering feamwork, friendly competition, and critical thinking.

At its core, the Computer Program at Saturday School aims to use technology as a platform for both fun and
learning — with a big emphasis on the fun.
